Welcome to the first annual student film festival hosted by NOAA's Monitor National
Marine Sanctuary (MNMS). The Monitor National Marine Sanctuary is one of 14 federally
designated underwater marine protected areas managed by NOAA's Office of National
Marine Sanctuaries. As special places in America’s waters, our mission is to serve as the
trustees for the nation’s system of marine protected areas, to conserve, protect, and
enhance their biodiversity, ecological integrity and cultural legacy.

In 1974, the final resting place of the famed Civil War iron clad, USS Monitor was
discovered. The ship sank off the Cape Hatteras Coast on December 31, 1862. Then 113
years later, on January 30, 1975, in an effort to protect this national treasure, the
shipwreck was designated our nation’s first sanctuary.

Today, the shipwreck is home to an abundance of sea life. As MNMS works to protect and
conserve this important cultural resource and its maritime heritage, we also want to
educate the public on the importance of ocean conservation.

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Purpose and Themes

The purpose of the One Ocean Film
Festival competition is to inspire,
encourage, recognize and promote the
work of student filmmakers who are
passionate about the ocean. While there is
only one global ocean on Earth, the seas
are geographically divided into the Atlantic,
Pacific, Indian, Artic and Southern Oceans.
However, these five oceans are not
separate bodies of water; they form one
continuous oceanic mass. The boundaries
between them arose over time from a
variety of historical, cultural, geographical
and scientific reasons.

It is through the works of these young
filmmakers that we hope to educate others
about the interconnectedness of each
ocean basin, so that we understand that
what we do off our coasts affects the world.
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Members of the four Olympic Coast tribes
paddle through the sanctuary.

Through the media of film, it is hoped that
people will see the global ocean in all its
beauty, but also understand that our ocean
today is facing many issues and concerns.

Therefore, the themes of the competition
aim to highlight and showcase our ocean,
its beauty and problems.
